VOTING 

 

A GWRRA Chapter is de-

signed to operate as a 

politically free, educa-

tional, social unit of our 

Association. As Officers, 

itõs our responsibility to 

maintain this environ-

ment. If we have òvoting,ó 

two things will happen. 

First, Chapter Members 

assume the responsibility 

which lies with the Chap-

ter Director; and second, it 

starts the process that will 

lead the Chapter out of 

the GWRRA Chapter con-

cept and back into the 

club format, resulting in 

the loss of GWRRA Chap-

terhood. If we donõt do any 

òvoting,ó what about the 

times when a decision 

needs to be made and you 

need input from your staff 

and the Members? How do 

you reach a decision if you 

donõt call for a òvote?ó 

Thereõs a very simple way 

to do this. We survey our 

Staff and our Chapter par-

ticipants for their opinions, 

ideas, desires and find the 

consensus of the group. 

You should get all the input 

and advice you can, weigh 

it with what you know about 

GWRRA procedure and pol-

icy, then make your deci-

sion. A decision that will 

give the Members what 

they want! Most of the time, 

your decisions will be in 

agreement with the major-

ity of your Staff and/or 

Members, but there will be 

times when you will need to 

explain why your decision 

canõt be a certain way. This 

is where your leadership 

ability will really count. This 

is where you will really need 

to know and understand 

how GWRRA operates and 

be able to convey this infor-

mation to your Members so 

they will understand your 

decision. Sometimes, deci-

sions may be proper but 

not popularñexplain well! 

There will be times when 

you wonõt feel you have 

enough input to make a 

good decision. That is when 

you need to call your Dis-

trict Director. If necessary, 

they have the Region Direc-

tor to depend on. Although 

the District or Region Direc-

tors may not always be able 

to solve a particular prob-

lem for you, they often can 

help find information to 

provide you with input that 

should help you resolve the 

issue. This discussion of 

voting pertains to all levels 

of our Association.
